FAITH FORMATION 
Faith Formation is available for registered parish families with children in Grades 1-8. As the Primary Catechists of their children, parents 
are prepared and supported to lead their children in faith at home. Meetings are twice a month, one for parents only to prepare for 
monthly activity lessons and one for parents and children to grow in community. Sacramental reception years (2nd and 8th grade) have 
additional Sunday meetings to prepare for receiving First Reconciliation/Holy Communion and Confirmation. To register, or for more 
information please call the Office of Faith Formation. 

Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament: Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament takes place on 
Thursday from 8:30 am to 4:00 pm in the Chapel and on the first Friday of each month 
from 7:00 pm to 9:00 pm in the Chapel. You are invited to visit as your schedule permits. If 
you wish to be a regularly scheduled adorer, please contact the Parish Office. During Lent, 
Adoration takes place on Friday from 8:30 am to 7:00 pm in the Chapel. 
 

Sacrament of Baptism: The Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated on the first and third 
Sunday of the month at 1:30 pm. Baptisms will not be performed during Lent. An 
instructional Infant Baptism Class is required for parents having their child baptized and is 
recommended for godparents. For more information and to register for Pre-baptism class, 
please call the Parish Office.  
 

Sacrament of Marriage: Common Policy among the Dioceses in New Jersey recommends 
preparing for your wedding at least one year in advance. Please contact the Parish Office 
for more information.  
 

Sacrament of Reconciliation: The Sacrament of Reconciliation is available every Saturday 
form 4:00 - 4:45 pm in the Reconciliation Room of the Church or by appointment.  
 

Sacrament of the Sick: Please contact the Parish Office if you are homebound and would 
like to receive Holy Communion.  
 

Sponsor Eligibility: Godparents/Sponsor eligibility certificates are available for registered 
parishioners by calling the Parish Office. Godparents/Sponsors must be practicing 
Catholics who have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist and, if 
married, are in a marriage recognized by the Church.

“For I tell you, unless your righteousness 
exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, 
you will never enter the kingdom of 
heaven.”   MATTHEW 5:20 

The Pharisees lived according to the letter of 
the law, and they used this to elevate 
themselves above the other people.  Jesus is 
clear – it’s the love that you have in your 
heart, for God and others, that will get you 
to heaven.  Simply following church rules to 
the letter and not out of love, does not 
necessarily put you on the path to heaven.  
Attending Sunday Mass and then gossiping 
about a fellow parishioner on the parking lot 
is an example of being a modern-day 
Pharisee. 

 
St. Francis Indulgence 

On January 10, 2026, His Holiness Pope Leo 
XIV declared a special Jubilee Year of Saint 
Francis on the occasion of the 800th 
Anniversary of the death of Saint Francis of 
Assisi. This jubilee calls every faithful Christian, 
following the example of the Saint of Assisi, to 
“become a model of holiness of life and a 
constant witness of peace”. The Apostolic 
Penitentiary, in accordance with the will of the 
Holy Father, granted a plenary indulgence on 
this occasion during the period of January 10, 
2026 to January 10, 2027.  The indulgence can 
be obtained under the ordinary conditions and 
by making a pilgrimage to any Franciscan 
conventual church or a Place of Worship 
dedicated to St. Francis of Assisi (e.g., our 
Cathedral) or connected to him and then 
participate in a liturgical celebration or spend at 
least a reasonable period of time in pious 
meditation and raise prayers to God. 

The Adopt a Priest Program 
The “Adopt a Priest Program” is strictly a 
spiritual commitment to pray and offer the 
sacrifices required by one’s daily duty, to draw 
down graces for a particular Priest, for the rest of  
one’s life.  It is a lifelong commitment.  This can 
be done by simply praying the “Morning 
Offering” in this way:  O My God, through the 
Immaculate Heart of Mary and the Sacred 
Heart of Jesus, I offer Thee all my 
prayers, works joys and sufferings of this 
day, in union with the Holy Sacrifice of 
the Mass throughout the world, in 
reparation for my sins, the sins of the 
whole world and especially for my 
adopted Priest, Father______(mention 
your adopted Priest’s Name). Amen. 
If your priest dies, continue to pray for him. If 
you should die, certainly you will not cease to 
pray for him until you both meet in heaven.  
Saint Therese, the Little Flower, adopted two 
Missionary Priests in this way.  This is very 
powerful.  It makes the littlest thing we do 
infinitely worthwhile. To adopt a Priest or for
