WHOLE COMMUNITY CATECHESIS

Learning About the Mass continued... 
 
The Liturgy of the Eucharist 
 
Agnus Dei: The Fraction, 
Commingling and “Lamb of God” 

After the Rite of peace, the priest breaks the 
Eucharistic host in a symbolic action known 
as the fraction or breaking of the bread. To 
the ancient Jewish people “the breaking of 
the bread” was a ritual at the start of a meal 
in which the head of the home took bread, 
recited a blessing, and broke the bread to 
share with those who were present. Four 
times in the Gospels we hear of Jesus 
breaking bread and in Acts it is referenced 
as a main sign of Christian living for the 
early Church.  When the priest breaks the 
Eucharistic host in the Mass, the ritual 
brings to mind the grand tradition of 
breaking of the bread, from the Old 
Testament Jewish people to Jesus’ practice, 
to the Apostles and the early church, now 
down to present day.  

After breaking the host, the priest places a 
small piece into the chalice while quietly 
saying, “May this mingling of the Body and 
Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ bring eternal 
life to us who receive it.” This ritual is 
known as the Commingling.  

In Holy Communion we receive the whole 
Christ – His Body, Blood, Soul and 
Divinity.  Even if we only receive in the form 
of the Consecrated Host or Precious Blood, 
no matter how small a piece it is ALL of 
Jesus - Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity. 

 

 

 

 

 

While the priest performs the rite of 
breaking the host and the commingling, the 
people sing or say the Agnus Dei – Latin for 
Lamb of God.  The New Testament reveals 
Jesus as the New Passover Lamb who was 
sacrificed for our sake – to save us from our 
sins. The words of the Lamb of God come 
most directly from John the Baptist who 
cried “Behold, the Lamb of God who takes 
away the sin of the world!” The book of 
Revelation also refers to Jesus as the Lamb 
who was slain.  We join the chorus of 
heaven and earth in worshiping the Lamb 
when we recite the Agnus Dei in the Mass.
